Accessing the spreadsheet: 

On PC: 

 

1) Make sure you’re signed into google,  

2) Go to www.southgatecompton.com/availability  

3) A spreadsheet appears once the webpage loads, as shown below, if not, see

Once you’ve got access, you can use the google sheets app to update your 

availability on your phone.

Getting a google account/signing in: 

1)   Go to www.google.co.uk 

2) Click sign in, in the top right 

 
3)  Either enter your email address and sign in, or set up a new account.
